. Her Premise:

e Quantum Cognition:
o Dream states mimic quantum superposition—multiple realities coexisting until
collapse at waking.
o Neural correlates of dreaming show reduced prefrontal inhibition = nonlinear,
entangled cognition.
o (See: Varela, Freeman, Hameroff/Penrose on consciousness-as-field models)
e Default Mode Network (DMN):
o Dreaming activates the DMN, responsible for self-referential thought and meaning-
making.
o This supports von Franz’s idea of dreams as natural myth-makers.

Metaphysical Resonance:

Dreams are fractal transmissions from a larger coherent field, not personal hallucinations.
Von Franz recognized this before science had a language for it.

- Fairy Tale Example:

In the tale The Six Swans, a sister silently weaves shirts from nettles to free her brothers
from a curse.

Von Franz read this as the suffering path of individuation—silent, painful, yet necessary.
Quantum interpretation:

o The sister’s silence = quantum observer effect—collapse must not occur prematurely.
e The nettles = entangled trauma woven into new coherence.
e Her faithfulness = field stability despite chaos.

e CarlJung + DNA

o Archetypes live in the hidden order—beneath the material
o The “explicate” world unfolds from this field = myth reappears in new skins

Metaphysical Resonance:

Archetypes are waveforms—they collapse into characters (fairy tales, dreams, deities)
but they’re not reducible to those forms.

Von Franz was mapping field constants through folk stories.
3. ¢ Alchemy and Psychological Transformation
. Her Premise:

Alchemy is symbolic of inner transformation—nigredo (death), albedo (illumination), rubedo
(wholeness).

+ Quantum + Neurological Parallel:

e Neuroplasticity:
o Psyche can “melt down” and rebuild new neural networks
o Mirrors alchemical process chemically: stress (nigredo), insight (albedo), new
homeostasis (rubedo)
e Quantum Phase Transitions:
o Matter shifts states when conditions reach a threshold—so does psyche

o Criticality = psychological breaking point » sudden reordering (synchronicity, vision,
rebirth)

Metaphysical Resonance:

Alchemy isn’t a metaphor—it’s a neuro-quantum pattern for transformation
Von Franz encoded this without access to the language of systems physics.

4. .. Fairy Tales as Field Testimonies
. Her Premise:

Fairy tales are “pure” products of the collective unconscious—undiluted, pattern-rich
symbols.



+ Modern Cognitive Science:

e Narrative Neuroscience:
o Brain processes story as a simulation engine

o Fairy tales create neural rehearsal of moral/archetypal choices

¢ Memetics:

o Archetypes spread like viral patterns—selected for survival of meaning

o Fairy tales = cultural DNA strands
